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The school has invested in Phonics Tracker which is an instant assessment and tracking program for phonics. We used this assessment system in Autumn B to highlight the children’s gaps in learning. Phonics tracker has then produced personalised homework for the children. 

Phonics Phoneme Sheet 
This homework is focusing on the phonemes that the children aren’t familiar with, so they may need your guidance to talk them through and explain how to complete the sheet. 

High Frequency Words 
You have also been given a list of high frequency words that the children will need to learn how to read and write. You can practise these similarly to how you would do a spelling test. In addition to this, it is beneficial for the children to practise understanding the word in context so finding the words within a text and writing the words in sentences will also help the them. 

How to pronounce the sounds.
If you are unsure of what the phoneme is meant to sound like, we have attached some useful videos below that you can watch with the children. Be careful to not select an American video as their pronunciation is different and this may make it difficult for the children when they are decoding new vocabulary.

Additional Phonics Activities 
Below are some phonics games that you can play with your child. 
Kim’s game – pick 3-5 phoneme/sounds and show them to your child. Ask the children to close their eyes and remove one of the phonemes. Can your child say what phoneme is missing? For an extra point, can they think of a word that contains that phoneme? 
Sound Hunt – In this game you can either focus on one sound and find as many objects that contain that sound as you can or the children can make their own phoneme flashcards and play hide and seek with the cards. 
Silly Sentence – Can the children read/write a silly sentence that contains the sounds they are learning?
